I received by Bachelor of Arts (2005) in Computer Science [Artificial Intelligence Track] with a cross disciplinary concentration in East Asian Studies from St. Mary’s College of Maryland, a public honors college in southern Maryland.  The liberal arts focus of St. Mary’s provided me with proficiencies in a wide range of disciplines, as well as strong written and oral presentation skills.  Last year I continued my education with a Master of Business Administration (2009) from The University of Montana (UMT).  UMT’s MBA program focuses on entrepreneurship and general management, expecting its students to take graduate level courses in all topics of business including management, marketing, finance, accounting, and strategy.
Before going back to school for my MBA, I spent several years working in the information technology (IT) field using my bachelor’s degree and my love of computers/technology.  My first job out of college was working for a small government contracting firm in southern Maryland that collaborated with Patuxent River Naval Air Station.  I worked for the firm in the IT department monitoring internal networks, troubleshooting desktop problems, and maintaining the company’s naval security lab.  This position gave me valuable technology skills as well as experience dealing with government regulations, including technical writing and matters of government security.
While in the MBA program at UMT, I was a graduate research assistant for the Montana World Trade Center (MWTC) assisting various employees of the trade center and working on my own project to develop an online scheduling and collaboration tool.  Working with MWTC, I gained valuable experience in project management and team communication, as many of the people I interacted with were located either elsewhere in the state or overseas.  I learned how to navigate grant writing and deal with various officials in both the state and federal government.  Also while at UMT, I was the food coordinator for the International Festival.  The International Festival is one of the top 5 non-sports related events in the state of Montana, with over 4,000 people attending each year.  My responsibilities included recruiting 20 different international groups to prepare and sell food and organizing and leading a large team of volunteers.  In the two years that I was the food coordinator, I was told the event ran the smoothest it ever had.
Most recently I have been involved in developing and managing a Web 2.0 team for an internet-based client referral company.  This position involved developing goals and objectives for the team, locating and implementing communications and task systems, creating roles for team members, and hiring all new team employees.  I was also responsible for training of all new team members, which consisted primarily of teaching internet and social media marketing including search engine optimization (SEO), pay per click (SEM), and web development.  This job allowed me to use the New Media marketing skills I had developed over the past year working for several small businesses in Missoula, while also utilizing my extensive management skills and continuing to be involved with new technology.  
I have also become involved with a local not-for-profit organization where I am developing their business plan so that they may apply for federal and state grant money. This opportunity is allowing me to use the skills that I gained in the John B. Ruffatto business plan competition where my business plan for an aeroponic farm received high praise as well as third place in overall competition, the people’s choice award, and the environmental and social responsibility awards.  The third place award was voted on by 30 of the top business people in Montana and the Northwest, while the people’s choice was voted on by the 300 people attending the final presentation.
As my resume shows, I have solid training in marketing, especially internet and social media marketing.  I would be happy to continue in this field, either for a marketing firm working with external clients, or for one company handling their marketing only.  However, I also have a strong background in computer technology and an intense desire to move into a management position in this field.  Ideally, I would like to work for a technology firm with a strong focus on hardware, software, robotics, Web 2.0, or sustainable technologies. This would allow me to use both my bachelor’s and master’s degrees in a field that I truly love and am interested in becoming more involved with.
